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Glynn County Police have arrested two suspects involved in the armed robbery of a 
Glynn County couple.  On January 26th at approximately 10:47 p.m. officers responded 
to 18 Bearden Drive.  Two victims, a male age 32 and female age 19, reported they 
were robbed by two black males in their driveway.  As the victims arrived home, they   
were approached by the suspects who demanded money and jewelry.  The suspects 
fled the scene in a 1994 Toyota Tercel.  The male victim got in his vehicle and chased 
the suspect vehicle onto Old Jesup Road.  The victim rammed the suspect vehicle and 
the suspects fled on foot.  Two handguns were recovered from the suspect vehicle 
along with a ski mask.    Officers arrested Richard Jerrod Simpson in the immediate 
area.  He was charged with armed robbery and possession of a firearm by a convicted 
felon.  Simpson is 27 years old of Brunswick. 
 
On January 27 at approximately 7:00 a.m. Clyde Jerome Baker reported the suspect 
vehicle stolen to Glynn County Police.   At approximately 2:00 p.m. Criminal 
Investigators arrested Clyde Jerome Baker and charged him with the armed robbery on 
Bearden Drive.  Baker, age 26 of Brunswick, was also charged with an armed robbery 
which was reported on January 25 at 12:51 a.m. at 107 Sweet Gum Drive.  Three 
victims reported two black males approached them as they were on the front porch of 
the residence.  The victims retreated into the house and the black males force their way 
in.  The suspects demanded money and threatened to shoot the victims.  The suspects 
fled on foot.  Reported stolen were a wallet, cell phone, and two digital cameras.  The 
cameras have been recovered.   
 
The investigation continues by Inv. Marc Neu, 554-7816.  More arrests and charges are 
anticipated.
